     It’s been very exciting watching the Squire Jacob Coffeehouse 
Concert Series blossom from the seed of an idea to the success 
we’ve gained this year as our audiences increase in size and 
enthusiasm.   
     For the first time, we’ve scheduled two summer concerts with 
accompanying workshops to liven up the warm weather months.  
On Saturday, July 7 at 8pm the old-time music group, Doofus 
(they say the name is a token of the affection between each other 
and their music), will be coming to us from two different states.  
The “Doofs” are comprised of Neal and Coleen Walters of 
Greencastle, PA and John and Heidi Cerrigione (as John told me 
when we first met, it rhymes with pepperoni) from Ellington, CT.  
They play a wonderful mix of instruments including guitar, 
hammered & mountain dulcimer, autoharp, banjo, mandolin, 
bass, and percussion to accompany their strong vocal harmonies.  
Either together or separately they’ve toured all over the country 
playing at dulcimer and autoharp festivals including Kentucky 
Music Week, Clarion Folk College, and the Augusta Heritage 
Program, as well as numerous other venues; they’ve recorded 
several CD’s and written several music books; and Coleen is a 
talented fabric artist as well.  You can learn more about them at 
doofusmusic.com. 
     Then on Saturday, August 25, also at 8pm, we’ll have Dave 
Ruch and Pamela Goddard, from Buffalo and Ithaca 
respectively, performing songs that bring to life the history of 
New York State and New England.  Dave is widely known for 
his ability to engage audiences of all kinds as he travels far and 
wide.  He is equal parts entertainer, historian, folklorist, and 
comedian and his joyful singing is sometimes unaccompanied or 
backed up by 5 string banjo, guitar, mandolin, dulcimer, washtub, 
or jaw harp. Pamela Goddard, from Ithaca, will bring to us what 
she has gleaned over the past 30 years as a singer of story telling 
songs, sometimes in the early a cappella style and sometimes 
accompanied by mountain dulcimer.  The material of each of 
these accomplished artists comes from dusty archives, obscure 
song books, diaries, scholarly journals and old recordings, and 
are brought to life in a most entertaining way.  Google each of 
their names for more information.

     Jennifer Claire, a contemporary expressionist artist who 
recently exhibited in our gallery, is creating an original mural ( or 
would you call it a tapestry?) for our backdrop.  We're all thrilled 
about this! 
     Cheryl Hurd , our costume designer, along with her able crew 
Barbara Neu, Carol Stacey, Nancie Belser and Sandra Billings 
and all the coop cast, are building, borrowing, scrounging, and 
adapting colorful costumes from "all periods of history" for a cast 
of nearly forty characters (and counting!)
