Kathy Stapleton  (20-30) vivacious friend of Sir Henry.  Attractive, alert, vital, captivating. 
 
Jack Stapleton  (25-35) Kathy's brother.  Given to emotional outbursts. 
 
Laura Lyons  (20-35) a capable maid with a dangerous secret 
 
Ages are suggested only.  "Couples" (Holmes and Watson, the Barrymores and Jack and Kathy Stapleton) should be 
contemporaries.

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     Sand Lake Center for the Arts will be the site for a screening of the film The Singing Revolution  on  
Saturday, February 27, at 7pm .  (Please note the change of date to Saturday the 27t h).  Created  
by local residents James and Maureen Tusty, the film is a documentary that tells the extraordinary story  
of the non-violent path Estonia took to free itself from Soviet occupation.  In 1991, after nearly fifty years  
of rule by a brutal Soviet occupation, the small Republic of Estonia confronted their occupiers by  
announcing their independence to the world. Music played a pivotal role in this historical event.   
The Singing Revolution  tells the story of one country’s undeniable thirst for self-determination and its 
 unshakable belief in what it means to be free—to be Estonian. 
     Jim Tusty is a dual citizen of the U.S. and Estonia.  He and his wife, Maureen Castle Tusty, work out of their office in 
Manhattan as well as their home in Averill Park, N.Y.  Jim heard stories about Estonia from his immigrant father, Julius, who 
came to the U.S. in 1924.  In 1999 and 2001, Jim and Maureen were given the opportunity to teach filmmaking courses at a 
college in Jim’s ancestral homeland.  For the next two years, everything the Tustys learned stayed with them and they 
eventually decided to further research Estonian history and chronicle the story of the country’s drive for independence.  With 
dedication—and little else—they proceeded to embark on what became a four-year journey in creating The Singing 
Revolution , a movie and a movement.
